3. Notice the different ways that Paul describes these relationships and partnerships.  What are some particular words or descriptors that stand out to you?  What do these words convey about the importance of relationships?  

4. Can you recall a particular instance when someone commended you for your ministry or work?  How did it make you feel?  Would others you know be able to recall the last time you commended them?  

5. What are some of the specific ways that Epaphras prayed (see verses 12-13)?  What made his prayer ministry stand out?   

6. Why do Paul’s words to Archippus (v. 17) stand out from the rest of this passage?  

7. What particular ministry have you received from the Lord (v. 17)?  Would you say that you are faithfully fulfilling your ministry?  Why or why not?  

8. How could you use this passage to encourage someone who faithfully serves behind the scenes?
